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Policy for Applying Topical Ointments and Lotions:

Sunscreen:


During the summer months when the children are outside the teachers at First Steps will apply Sunscreen to your child if they have the following: 

· This form signed by parent acknowledging understanding of the policy and giving permission for the application.

· Sunscreen brought in from home, clearly marked with the child’s name and in original container.
· Minimum of 15 SPF and hypo-allergenic.
Sunscreen is only applied in situation where your child will be exposed to the sun. If you do not wish for your child to wear sunscreen please provide them with clothing such as a hat to protect them from the sun. It is highly recommended that if children are in the sun they use sunscreen. Sunscreen will be kept out of reach of children but will not be required to be locked. Please make sure not to keep any sunscreen in diaper bags or in your child’s cubby. 
Insect Repellent:

Our policy regarding insect repellent is that we will apply it under the following circumstances:

· This form is signed by parent acknowledging the centers policy and giving permission for the application.

· Insect repellent should be brought from home, clearly marked with the child’s name and in original container.
· Manufacturer’s instructions for age, duration and dosage will be followed.  

It is not common that we have a need to apply insect repellent, but if you do request it we will apply it. Insect repellent will be kept out of reach of children but is not required to be locked. Please make sure not to put repellent in your child’s diaper bag or cubby. Applications will documented on a log with any adverse reactions.
Diaper Ointment:


Teachers are allowed to apply diaper ointments or creams if they have the following:

· This form is signed by parent acknowledging the centers policy and giving permission for the application

· Diaper ointment or cream provided by the family, clearly labeled with the child’s name and in its original container. 
The center will apply diaper cream after every diaper change, unless instructed otherwise from parents. The center will keep an ongoing log of when diaper cream was applied to your child and any adverse reaction. Teachers will notify families when diaper cream is running low. Diaper cream will be kept out of reach of children but is not required to be locked. Please make sure not to keep diaper cream in your diaper bags or cubbies.
